TAKE THE REINS – Bit Fitting Information
Bit fitting can be a real minefield & a difficult topic to advise through size & fitting guides. We would recommend you ask a qualified bit fitter, coach or experienced carriage driver for bit fitting advice. In order to gain the best fit, it will depend on your horse’s oral conformation, way of going, the type of bit you use etc.

When buying a bit, the sizes are clearly listed on the website. First you need to determine the mouthpiece width (measured between each bit ring from the inside) corresponds to the width your horse’s mouth (corner to corner). You can use a plastic bit sizer or a piece of string, mark the string where it sits against the horses lips corners (ideally 2 lip wrinkles at the corner of the mouth).
We advise when changing the style of driving bit, long reining is carried out first prior to putting the pony/horse/donkey back in the carriage.

By utilising long reining you can gauge the reaction of the pony/horse/ donkey to a new style of bit!

Changing a driving bit style, rein or curb chain setting may cause a change in pony/horse/donkey behaviour.

As with driving harness, the bit needs to be checked at regular intervals for wear or damage.
