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Policy Statement

safety and well-being of all individuals within our provision. This Fire Safety Policy outlines the
procedures and guidelines to prevent, manage, and respond to fire emergencies effectively.

Objective

The primary objective of this Fire Safety Policy is to establish a systematic and comprehensive
approach to fire prevention, preparedness, and response to safeguard the lives of our students,
staff, and visitors.

Responsibilities

1.Track Management And Fire Wardens:
o A designated Fire Safety Officer will be appointed with the responsibility of overseeing and
implementing fire safety measures.
o The Fire Safety Officer will ensure that all fire safety equipment is regularly maintained and
that fire drills are conducted periodically.
2. All Staff and Instructors:
o All staff and instructors are responsible for familiarising themselves with this policy,
understanding evacuation procedures, and participating in fire safety training.

o Students and visitors are expected to adhere to fire safety guidelines, including following
evacuation procedures and cooperating with staff during fire drills.

Prevention

1.Fire Risk Assessment:

2.Electrical Safety:
o All electrical equipment will be regularly inspected, and faulty items will be repaired or
replaced promptly.
