Broad Aims: To give the learner knowledge and experience in handling drug related litter and/or sharps waste

	
Overview:

This course has been designed for those working with needles, sharps and drug related litter how to use and dispose of them safely to reduce the likelihood of an injury or consequence. It outlines the risks associated with sharps/drug use, as well as what practices should be avoided and the actions that should be taken in the event of an accident.
This course outlines the best practice guidelines for the safe use and disposal of sharps, sharps equipment and illegal drugs detailing key related legislation to ensure both employers and employees are aware of their legal responsibilities regarding the safe use of sharps and drug related litter
Learning Outcomes: By the end of the day, learners will be able to:
· Discuss the risks posed by unsafe practices when handling sharps and/or drug related litter
· Know who is at risk of sharps/drugs exposure.
· Cite areas of when workers might encounter sharps/drug related litter
· Demonstrate how to safely handle and dispose of sharps/drugs using best practice and approved waste management kits
· Discuss the legal duties relating to the safe use of sharps and drug related litter in the UK
· Know what actions to take in the event of a sharps-related accident.
