PLEASE READ THIS INFORMATION CAREFULLY
Activities Day this year will be held on Wednesday the 24th of June.  Pupils will have the opportunity to choose either one activity from the ‘external activities’, followed by one reserve activity; OR one from the ‘in-school activities’ listed, followed by reserve choice of activity. 
Pupils will complete an online google form that will be sent out to all parents/carers on Wednesday the 1st of April 2026 at 5.30pm. PLACES WILL NOT BE CONFIRMED FOR ACTIVITIES UNTIL YOU ARE NOTIFIED VIA EMAIL BY THE SCHOOL OFFICE.
We want every pupil to be able to participate in Activities Day, and enjoy their day. Therefore, there is funding available to support with the activities if required, so please contact the school office if you require more information.
Please note that payment is NOT due until the activity place has been confirmed via email by the school office.  Submission of the choice form DOES NOT guarantee a place and, even once payment is made, the Senior Management Team reserve the right to cancel a pupils’ booking and refund their money (where possible) if behaviour in the lead up to activities day is not acceptable. Other reasons for a refund may include cancellation of an activity, a reduction in cost of an activity, or a necessary reduction of numbers attending an activity due to venue or transport restrictions. We understand that circumstances may arise which could result in you removing your child from the trip.  However, the Council incurs costs from the time your child’s booking is confirmed with the activity company.  All aspects of this trip, including price and transport, are based on all confirmed pupils attending; therefore, we cannot reimburse you for any monies paid unless the place on our trip can be filled by another pupil.  If we cannot fill the place, you will also be liable to pay the outstanding balance of the trip if the school incurs costs as a result of your child’s withdrawal. 
Pupils will be issued with written confirmation of their place shortly after we return from the Easter break, along with the payment due and the methods of payment available to them. They will then have until Friday the 8th of May to make their payment and secure their spot on the trip.
The preferred method of payment is by online payment which you can access via www.ipayimpact.co.uk, but we will also accept card payments, cash or cheques (payable to Falkirk Council), via the school office.  After the 8th of May, pupils could lose the right to their allocated place and we will transfer the place to pupils on the waiting list.
