Education Reform Consultation

COVID-19 guidance for schools

Parents/carers may have noted last week some press reports on draft updated guidance for schools
in relation to COVID-19 procedures. This guidance has not yet been circulated. When it is, we will
consider its content and update parents/carers and pupils accordingly.

Please also remember that if anyone in your household has COVID-19 symptoms, the entire
household should isolate and the symptomatic person should seek a PCR test. The household must
remain in isolation until a negative PCR test result is returned. If you are identified as a close contact
of someone who has tested positive for COVID-19 (e.g. you live in the same household or have been
contacted by Test and Protect), you require to isolate and book a PCR test. If the PCR test result is
negative, you can return to work and your normal activity.
