Homeless Care Packages

A group of Braes pupils have approached Senior Management with a plan to put together care
packages to support homeless people.

If any parent/carer wishes to donate to this
project, the school Ipay system has been set up to allow this, with a clearly marked payment option.
The pupils will use any funds donated to buy appropriate items. Similarly, should any parents/carer
wish to donate any personal care product, these can also be handed in to the school office.
