CAS UKMON Report to CAS Committee Meeting 28/02/2019

This report covers activities between the 1% December 2018 and the 23" February 2019 of the CAS Meteor
Observation Camera 2 located as part of the Society Observatory at National Trust Dyffryn Gardens.

Camera 2 captured 65 meteor trails in December 2018, 46 meteor trails in January 2019 and 12 meteor trails
during February to the 23rd; no fireball events were recorded in the period of this review.
